Introduction

We thank you for your interest in becoming a member of the
Egyptian Society of Landscape Architects ESLA

The Egyptian Society of Landscape Architects has been
established as a non-profit organization in accordance with
the provisions of Law No. 149 of 2019 under registration
number 12218 on 16/9/2024

ESLA has been founded to organize/advocate for the
industry's best interests and enhance the service quality
landscape professionals and educators provide for end users.
It also adopts and supports principles that establish
meaningful, valuable and efficient advice for our clients,
whether they are real estate developers, government
officials, or homeowners

The main driver for ESLA is to organize the landscape
architecture industry, which can only start with a clear
definition of the Landscape Architecture profession and the
Landscape Architect’s role and responsibilities as the
cornerstone of this industry

This profession is much deeper than merely providing 2D
landscape design drawings with adequate design
consideration of the site and client requirements,
professional information on planting design and plant
palette, MEP works, and proper hardscape construction
details. It should however expand to include a profound
understanding of the project’s environmental impact aspects,
climate change, ecology and natural risk mitigation, as well
as a proper level of awareness of social interaction and
physical/mental health for users. The design process ought
to occur in an environment where willingness to experiment
and constantly engage in innovative techniques, following
the appropriate project processes and ensuring the integrity,
compatibility, and lawfulness of procedures in tendering,
building, and delivering the services as contractually agreed
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At ESLA, we are committed to the above values while being
aware of the sensitivity of the topic, the impact of the
membership criteria and process and the extent to which it
should be defined. Limiting the definition of the Landscape
Architect is certainly not our aim.

Reaching, however, a better definition of the landscape
architect and their scope is our goal. We shall still allow
individuals who do not meet the definitions’ criteria to
partially benefit from our services through the ESLA Friends
category, while giving recommendations by the vetting
committee on academic and practical pathways to attain full
membership for those who are just missing a few steps to
attain it

Applying for ESLA Membership

ESLA will receive membership applications four times a year.
The applications will be accepted for only one week from the
announcement date each quarter as follows:

e  First quarter: first week of January.

e Second quarter: first week of April.

e Third quarter: first week of July.

e fourth quarter: first week of October.

No application shall be accepted after the application
window has elapsed

The organization will only review 25 membership files in
each cycle. To ensure fairness and impartiality, the
applications will be processed in the order of submission.

The following are the membership category options. Please
read carefully to understand the criteria and requirements of
each category to ensure submitting a successful membership
application from the first time
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Membership Categories and Criteria

1- Chartered Landscape Architect Membership

This category is for individual members who are looking to
collaborate to reshape the future of the landscape
architecture industry in Egypt and have a keen and
committed spirit to the highest level of professionalism. The
chartered member will benefit from the following

Privilege to access industry news, local networking
events and updates on relevant advocacy activities
Discounted fees to attend ESLA events, lectures,
talks and training courses

Access to ESLA “Landscape AWARDS” program that
celebrates and recognizes big achievers amongst
members in landscape architecture design and
planning disciplines

The opportunity to vote in critical association’s
decisions, to apply as a board candidate and to vote
in ESLA’s board elections

Registered members will receive an official
certificate of membership and will have an edge
when applying for academic graduate studies in
programs accredited by the IFLA or ESLA

The right to use the ESLA logo in the personal email
signature and individual professional portfolio and to
add “Registered Landscape Architect” to the
professional title

To be eligible for application to the Chartered Landscape
Architect category. you need to meet the following criteria:

The applicant has to be Egyptian or a legal resident
of Egypt

Holding at least one university degree from sections,
branches, and academic programs of landscape
architecture /engineering in Egypt or from any other
country, provided they obtain the equivalence
thereof from the Egyptian authorities or the
International Federation of Landscape Architects
(IFLA)
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e landscape professionals with at least 10 years of
comprehensive and diverse professional experience
in the field or Landscape Architecture academics
teaching core landscape courses, with a minimum of
10 years of teaching experience in the field

e  Having paid the one-time EGP 800 application fees,
as you officially request joining the society

e  Having paid the annual membership fees of EGP
1000 as well as the timely payment of the
subsequent membership renewal fees with the same
value, unless advised otherwise

Note

In order to complete the vetting process by ESLA, an
assessment interview with a panel of senior landscape
architects may be scheduled with the candidate, if deemed
necessary. Interview results are released every quarter with
either approval or a postponement till the additional
requirements recommended by the panel are met. The panel
may alternatively suggest a different category that may
better suit the candidate’s situation

2- Junior Landscape Architect Membership
This category is tailored to keep the ambitious fresh
graduate and junior landscape architects engaged in society
and have access to a growing industry
The junior landscape architect member benefits from the
following
e  Access to industry news, local networking events
and updates on events and updates on relevant
advocacy activities
e  Discounted fees to attend ESLA events, lectures,
talks, and training courses
e  Opportunity to apply as a board candidate and to
vote in ESLA public assembly decisions and board
elections.
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e Registered members will receive an official
certificate of membership, and will have an edge
when applying for academic graduate studies in
programs accredited by the IFLA or ESLA

e  The right to use the ESLA logo in the personal email
signature and individual professional portfolio as
well as add “Junior Landscape Architect” to the
given title

To be eligible for applying to the Junior Landscape Architect
category you need to meet the following criteria

e The applicant has to be Egyptian or a legal resident
of Egypt

e Holding at least one university degree from sections,
branches or academic programs of landscape
architecture or engineering in Egypt or from another
country provided they obtain the equivalence
thereof from the Egyptian authorities and or the
International Federation of Landscape Architects
(IFLA.

e  Having a professional experience of 10 years or less
in the field or with a teaching experience of 10
years or less in the academic field, or a combined
professional/academic experience of 10 years or
less

e  Having paid the one-time application fees of EGP
800 upon application to ESLA

e  Having paid the annual EGP 600 membership
subscription fee for this category, as well as the
renewal fees before the renewal date and woth the
same value mentioned above, unless advised
otherwise

The Junior Landscape Architect is required to pursue a
"Registered Landscape Architect” application free of charge
after acquiring 10 years of continuous diverse experience in
landscape architecture, providing proof for a continuously
active ESLA membership, thus earning the “Chartered
Member” status with its associated rights and
responsibilities
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3- Landscape Architecture Student Membership
Every student enrolled in a university that offers fully or
partially specialized programs in the field of landscape
architecture/engineering has the right to apply for student
membership. Student members benefit from the following

e  The opportunity to learn about the latest industry
developments in design, implementation, building
materials, and new technologies.

e  (Contact with recent graduates in the category of
emerging landscape architects, as well as chartered
landscape architects, so that they become better
able to define their future practical and academic

aspirations.
e  The opportunity to win in the award programs under
the student category
To be eligible for student membership, you must meet
the following criteria
e The applicant has to be Egyptian or a legal resident
of Egypt

e Tobe enrolled in a university and an academic
program in the field of landscape
architecture/engineering, whether in an Egyptian or
any other university, as long as the program is
accredited by the Egyptian authorities or the
International Federation of Landscape Architects
(IFLA)

e  Having paid the one-time application fees of EGP
100)

e  Having paid the EGP 350 annual membership
subscription fees for this category, as well as the
timely payment of the subsequent annual
membership renewal fees with the same value
mentioned above, unless otherwise mentioned.

Note

As they graduate from their program, the “Student” member
is required to lodge, free of charge, a “ Junior Landscape
Architect” application , thus earning ESLA’s Junior
Landscape Architect’s membership rights and
responsibilities
